 TYM Code of Conduct

“Love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, with all your mind, and with all your strength…
Love your neighbor as you love yourself.  There is no other commandment more important than these two.”
(Mark 12:30-31)
Love in its most basic form makes two demands:  
I. Respect

1.  I agree to treat all other participants and all event leaders with respect.  Respect includes verbal, physical and psychological exchanges. Inappropriate displays of affection, inappropriate language, sexual misconduct, endangering behavior or abuse of another (in any form) will not be tolerated.  
2. I agree to respect other’s personal property and all public property. If I cause damage to or alteration of property, I understand that it will be my sole obligation to repair or replace the damaged property.  Theft or vandalism will be treated as a criminal offense and will be reported to the appropriate authorities.
II. Responsibility
In addition to complying with all federal, state and local laws, participants are expected to understand and comply with the following guidelines:

1. I represent my parish community and agree to behave in a Christian and positive manner at all times.
2. I understand that the use of weapons, drugs, alcohol, cigarettes or abusive language will not be allowed.  Endangering behavior will not be tolerated.  Criminal activity will be reported to the appropriate authorities.
3. I agree to wear appropriate clothing while participating in any program and/or activities. Inappropriate display of affection, sexual misconduct or suggestive language or behavior will not be tolerated.
4. I understand that it is my responsibility to know where I am supposed to be during an event.  I will not leave the facility or my designated area without permission and will always inform event leaders where I am.  I understand that I need to inform the event leaders when I am leaving the event and if I am leaving with someone other than my parent/guardian I must provide written permission from my parents beforehand.
Consequences

Any TYM participant exhibiting one or more of the excluded behaviors listed above may be subject to one or more of the following actions, at the sole discretion of the Sacred Heart event leader:


- Contacting the parent(s) or guardian(s).


- The participant be sent home at his or her own expense.


- Local Law enforcement will be contacted in the event of any illegal behavior.
